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The best of your women is the fertile, offechonate chaste, and
honored among her family, humble with her husband,
adorning herself for her husband while guarding herself from
others, who listens to his words and obeys his commands, and

when alone with him gives him what he desires from her, but
does not give freely like a man.
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He scnd. The genﬂe, soh‘, compllani one who, when her husband
is angry, does not sleep until he is pleased, and when her
husband is absent, she preserves him in his absence. Such a

woman is a worker from among the workers of Allah, and Allah's
worker never fails.
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From Jameel bin Darraj, from Abu Abdullah (peace be upon
him) who said: The best of your women is she who, when she
becomes angry or is made angry, says to her husband: My
hand is in your hand, | will not sleep until you are pleased with
me.
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Shall | tell you about your worst women? The one who is
humble with her family but arrogant with her husband, the
barren one who holds grudges, who does not refrain from

indecency, who displays herself when her husband is away but
is reserved with him when he is present, who does not listen to
his words and does not obey his commands, and when her
husband is alone with her she refuses him like an untamed

mount refuses to be ridden, who does not accept his excuses
and does not forgive his mistakes.
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The example of a believing woman is like a black spot on a
black bull.

He said: Among your worst men is the slanderer, the miser,
the vulgar one, who eats alone, prevents his assistance to
others, beats his family and servant, forces his dependents to
seek help from others, and is disobedient to his parents.
